Bauleni Water Supply Improvement Project Officially Launched

The Bauleni Water Supply Improvement Project has officially been launched, marking a major milestone in improving access to clean, safe, and reliable water for over 160,000 residents of Bauleni Township in Lusaka.

The US$1 million project, financed by the African Development Bank (AfDB), aims to connect Bauleni to the Kafue surface water system, ensuring a sustainable and consistent water supply for the community.

Key components of the project include:

· Construction of a 4.2 km transmission main from Crossroads Junction;

· Construction of a booster pumping station;

· Construction of a 400m³ ground steel tank and a 180m³/hr pumping system;

· Expansion of household connections and improvement of water pressure.

The event was officiated by Permanent Secretary, Engineer Romas Kamanga, who represented the Minister of Water Development and Sanitation, Hon. Eng. Collins Nzovu, MP, while Councillor Kosam Tembo represented Hon. Mulambo Haimbe, MP for Lusaka Central. The launch was also attended by AfDB Country Manager, Dr. Raubit Durowoju, LWSC Managing Director, Eng. Jilly Chiyombwe, and Paramount Holdings Limited Managing Director, Mr. Prakash Ghedia, whose company is the contractor for the works.

Speaking during the event, Eng. Kamanga said the project aligns with Government’s vision to ensure universal access to water and sanitation as articulated in the Eighth National Development Plan (8NDP), which prioritises sustainable water resource management, infrastructure development, and improved service delivery.

“This project is a reflection of Government’s strong commitment to improving the quality of life for our people. In the 2026 National Budget, Government has once again increased funding to the water and sanitation sector, reaffirming our collective goal of achieving equitable and sustainable access to water for all Zambians,” said Eng. Kamanga.

He further commended LWSC and its partners for their collaboration in driving progress towards Sustainable Development Goal No. 6 (Clean Water and Sanitation).

Representing the Lusaka Central MP, Kabulonga Ward Councillor Kosam Tembo thanked Government and AfDB for responding to the long-standing needs of Bauleni residents, many of whom have faced intermittent water supply over the years.

“This project will change lives in Bauleni. We now look forward to the full connection of households to the improved network so that everyone benefits from this investment,” said Councillor Tembo.

Dr. Raubit Durowoju, the AfDB Country Manager, reaffirmed the Bank’s commitment to supporting Zambia’s infrastructure and social development agenda.

“The AfDB’s partnership with the Government of Zambia supports priority areas under the 8th National Development Plan, including sustainable water and sanitation systems, climate resilience, and inclusive economic growth. The Bauleni Project is a demonstration of this shared vision,” he stated.

LWSC Managing Director, Eng. Jilly Chiyombwe, highlighted that the project will improve both water reliability and quality. “This initiative is not only about infrastructure it’s about transforming lives and restoring dignity. LWSC remains committed to providing equitable and sustainable water and sanitation services across all communities.”
Managing Director of Paramount Holdings Limited the contractor Prakash Ghedia assured all stakeholders that the company will execute the project within the agreed 8-month timeframe, adhering to the highest standards of quality and safety.
