1.	INTRODUCTION

The Government of the Republic of Zambia, through the Public Private Partnership Office, in its continued commitment in spurring economic growth through the development of critical infrastructure and delivery of much needed public services hereby announces a Call for Proposals for Public-Private Partnership (PPP) projects in the Water and Sanitation Sector with key intent to enhance the provision of Bulk water supply and Construction of Water distribution Networks to the residents in Lusaka Province of the Republic of Zambia.

This Call for Proposals aims at leveraging on the expertise, finance, efficiencies, and innovation of the private sector to deliver quality, cost effective and timeously infrastructure and public services.  

This notice serves to notify the general public that the Ministry of Water Development and Sanitation through Lusaka Water Supply and Sanitation Company is receiving proposals for the “Design, Finance, Build, Operate, Maintain and Transfer of a Bulk water supply system and Construction of Water distribution Networks in Lusaka District of Lusaka Province” under a Public-Private Partnership (PPP) arrangement. 

[bookmark: _Hlk185930607]The proposals shall be reviewed in line with the applicable provisions of the Public Private Partnership Act No. 18 of 2023, to ensure that it conformed to the requirements contained in the aforementioned Act.

The Ministry of Water Development and Sanitation through Lusaka Water Supply and Sanitation Company now invites private sector entities to submit proposals pursuant to the PPP Act No. 18 of 2023. 

The procurement process for selection of a private entity shall be conducted in accordance with the PPP Act No.18 of 2023.


2.   PROJECT SCOPE

The general nature of the proposal, identifies the possibility of Design, Finance, Build, Operate, Maintain and Transfer of a Bulk Water Supply System and Water Distribution Infrastructure in Lusaka District of Lusaka province under a Public-Private Partnership (PPP) arrangement. 	
To this effect, the Ministry of Water Development and Sanitation (MWDS) and Lusaka Water Supply and Sanitation Company (LWSC) through the Ministry of Finance and National Planning is requesting for a Call for Proposal for the implementation of Kafue Bulk Water Supply Project Phase ll. The request for proposal is timely in that there is a greater need to expand the water supply networks and supply of bulk water to the city of Lusaka due to the high demand for water supply in Lusaka Province.
Currently the major sources of Water supply for LWSC are groundwater from commercial boreholes developed around the city and surface water from the various water bodies in the province including the Kafue River. To this effect, the existing water intake, water treatment plant, and water transmission facility sourced from the Kafue River are known as the “Kafue Bulk Water Supply System”. The maximum daily water demand of Lusaka City is estimated at 480,000 m3/day. The Utility, however only has the capacity to supply 225,000 m3/day from all its production sources combined amounting to only 47% of the current water demand. As a result, the water supply hours remain at an average of 16 hours around most parts of the city that are serviced.
The water supply capacity in Lusaka City is declining due to population growth, uncontrolled groundwater abstraction, and water quality deterioration. The city's maximum daily water demand is projected to be 873,000 m3/day by 2035. This insufficient capacity negatively impacts citizens' lives and economic and industrial development. To ensure sustainable development in Lusaka Province and Zambia, a new water supply system is urgently needed to contribute to the vision 2030 of providing clean and safe water for all Zambian citizens.
The scope of the assignment therefore entails;
a) Installation of Electromechanical equipment at the Iolanda Kafue Bulk II Raw Water Intake and all associated protection, control and communication mechanisms including a raw water Pipeline to the water treatment plant
b) Construction of a Water Treatment facilities at Iolanda
c) Construction of a bulk water supply pipeline from Kafue to Lusaka
d) Construction of a booster facility at Chilanga
e) Construction of storage reservoir at Lusaka South Multi Facility Economic Zone with a 100,000m3 Capacity
f) Up-rating of Power stations at Iolanda and Chilanga including installation of a Photo Voltaic Solar Plant with a net metering capacity to supply power for a total water production capacity  of 260,000m3/day for the new and old plants
The configured system must deliver a minimum capacity of 100,000m3/day to the Distribution Center proposed to be constructed the LS-MFEZ including interconnection works to Stuart Park.

Further, the developer is expected to construct water distribution networks in selected parts of Lusaka with intent to extensive coverage (Ibex hill, Mean wood ibex, Waterfalls/ Severest, Chalala, New Kasama, Lilayi and State Lodge) including provision of a detailed architectural design and construction of LWSC Principal Office of business at its current location.


In realization of the importance of attaining this critical developmental target, The Ministry of Water Development and Sanitation through Lusaka Water Supply and Sanitation Company intends to enter into a PPP arrangement for the Design, Build, Finance, Operate, Maintain and Transfer (DBFOMT) to implement the afore-mentioned project. The investment risks will be borne by the private partner. The project is expected to provide more project outputs and outcomes. It would also yield other benefits, including creation of jobs, transfer of technology and skills, as well as enhancement of revenue collection. The proposed partnership would also result in a win-win situation for both the private party and the Government.


3.   INVITATION
This notice therefore solicits for financially and technically competent private sector entities to submit competing proposals for the Design, Finance, Build, Operate, Maintain and Transfer of the Kafue Bulk II Water Supply Project for Lusaka Water Supply and Sanitation Company in Lusaka Province” through a Public-Private Partnership. Key to the private entity’s team is a suitably qualified and experienced financier, technical contractor/service provider to undertake the implementation of the proposed project.

In this regard the Ministry of Water Development and Sanitation through Lusaka Water Supply and Sanitation Company invites for competing proposals from suitably qualified firms/consortia.


4.   ELIGIBILITY

A Bidder, and all parties constituting the Bidder, shall meet the following criteria to be eligible to submit the competing proposal:

a. the Bidder has the legal capacity to enter into a contract;
b. the Bidder is not:
i	insolvent;
ii	in receivership;
iii	bankrupt; or
iv	being wound up or liquidated;
c. The bidder’s business activities have not been suspended;
d. The Bidder is not the subject of legal proceedings for any of the circumstances;
e. The Bidder has fulfilled tax obligations, social security contributions and any other statutory fees payable to government and should not be in arrears with government.
f. The Bidder shall be a natural person, private entity or any combination of them with the intent to enter into an agreement or under an existing agreement in the form of a Consortium or association. Unless otherwise specified in the responses provided in terms of this RCP, all parties shall be jointly and severally liable.
g. Respondents shall not have a conflict of interest. All Respondents found to be in conflict of interest shall be disqualified. Respondents shall be considered to have a conflict of interest with one or more parties in the selection process, if they:


(i) Have controlling shareholders in common; or 
(ii) Receive or have received any direct or indirect subsidy from any of them; or 
(iii) Have the same legal representative for purposes of submitting the RCP; or 
(iv) Have a relationship with each other, directly or through common third parties, that puts them in a position to have access to information about or influence on the application of another Bidder, or influence the decision of the Ministry of Water Development and Sanitation, PPP Office regarding this RCP; or 
(v) Participated as an advisor in the preparation of this RCP.


h. A firm that is under a declaration of suspension by the Public Private Partnership Office or Public Procurement Authority at the date of submission of the application or thereafter, shall be disqualified. 
i. Respondents   shall   provide   such   evidence   of   their   continued   eligibility satisfactory to the Road Development Agency, as it may reasonably request.

5. EVALUATION CRITERIA

The Ministry of Water Development and Sanitation through Lusaka Water Supply and Sanitation Company shall;
(a) Determine if any competing proposal is comparable in nature and scope to the original unsolicited proposal; 
(b) Evaluate the original solicited proposal and any comparable competing proposal. Ministry of Water Development and Sanitation through Lusaka Water Supply and Sanitation Company shall evaluate the unsolicited proposal and any comparable competing proposal using the following criteria: 

(a) novel methods, approaches or concepts demonstrated by the proposal;
(b) scientific, technical, or socio-economic merits of the proposal; 
(c) potential contribution of the proposal to the contracting authority's mission;
(d) capabilities, related experience, facilities, or techniques of the private entity or unique combinations of these qualities that are integral factors for achieving the proposal objectives; 
(e) qualifications, capabilities, and experience of the proposed team leader or key personnel, who are critical to achieving the proposal objectives;
(f) how the proposal benefits the public; and 
(g) any other factors appropriate to a particular proposal.

5.1 PRELIMINARY EVALUATION CRITERIA
Interested parties are hereby invited to submit Competing Proposal in providing the aforementioned services. In this regard, the following additional information is also requested from interested parties:

No History of Non-Performing Contracts/ Legal capacity: Non-performance of a contract did not occur within the last 5 (five) years prior to the deadline for Application submission based on all information on fully settled disputes or litigation. A fully settled dispute or litigation is one that has been resolved in accordance with the Dispute Resolution Mechanism under the respective contract and where all appeal instances available to the Applicant have been exhausted;
j. Demonstrate Financial Capabilities: Submission of audited balance sheets or if not required by the law of the Applicant’s country, other financial statements acceptable to the Employer, for the last five (5) years to demonstrate; and Minimum average annual construction turnover of USD 20,000,000.00 
(Twenty Million US Dollar), calculated as total certified payments received for contracts in progress or completed, within the last five (5) years.
k. Indicate and demonstrate the Technical Approach, Methodology and Work plan;
l. The current soundness of the Applicant’s financial position and its prospective long-term profitability (b) capacity to have a cash flow amount of USD 20,000,000.00 (Twenty Million US Dollar) equivalent.
m. All pending litigation shall in total not represent more than 20 % (twenty per cent) of the Applicant’s net worth and shall be treated as resolved against the Applicant;
n. Provide adequate professional and technical qualifications of the firm or consortia;
o. Provide adequate human resources and equipment and other physical facilities as may be necessary to carry out all the phases of the project; 
p. Demonstrate appropriate managerial and organisational capability, reliability and experience;
q. Demonstrate previous experience in developing / operating similar infrastructure facilities;
r. Demonstrate knowledge to undertake the project;
s. The contracting authority allows bidders to form bidding consortia and in such a case the bidding consortium shall demonstrate its qualifications, experiences, capabilities relating to the consortium as a whole as well as to its individual members; and
t. Each member of a consortium shall participate, either directly or indirectly, in only one consortium at the same time.

A preliminary evaluation will be carried out on the “Pass/Fail” basis or Yes/No” basis prior to a detailed evaluation. Table 1 indicate the preliminary evaluation criteria.

5.2   DETAILED EVALUATION CRITERIA


Proposals will be ranked according to their combined technical (St) and financial (Sf) scores using the weights (T = the weight given to the Technical Proposal; P = the weight given to the Financial Proposal; T + P = 1).

The number of points to be assigned to each of the above positions shall be determined considering the following two sub-criteria and relevant percentage weights: 
(1) General qualifications (general education, training, and experience): 30 %; and
(2) Relevant experience within the field of the project (working level fluency in local language(s)/knowledge of local culture or administrative system, government organization, etc.): 70 %.

Entities shall be required to form an appropriate Special Purpose Vehicle, incorporated as a company limited by shares, with the Patents and Companies Registration Agency in Zambia to execute the agreement and implement the project.
